Ft. Frances  P.A.R.T.Y. Program Outline 
9:00-9:15
Introduction done by Coordinator. Talks about the word PARTY, and what the students will see during the day. This sets the tone for the students for their day at PARTY. 

9:15-9:45
Paramedic session: FFHS First responders and paramedic talk about their job and what they do for a trauma patient before reaching the hospital. 

9:45-10:15
Emergency Physician session:  Dr. Shack talks about injury and what happens to trauma patients when they reach the ER. The physician also gives information about Brain and Spinal Cord Injury. (Slide presentation)

10:15-11:30
Emergency Room: The students see and get hands on experience utilizing a high tech medical simulator what a trauma pt goes through. 
                        Rehabilitation:  a Physio, speech or occupational therapist talks about the painful, long road to recovery through rehab. Equipment used is shown to the students and volunteers are used to explain the rehab process. 

11:30-12:30
Lunch: students are given either a simulation of a brain injury or spinal cord injury and must eat their lunch without using their hands with equipment used with these injuries.

12:30-1:15     POLICE – talks about legal implications and the emotional effect on officers when they have to inform parents of death. Include autos, ATV’s, snowmobiles, sports related injuries. The morgue is also visited to show to smells and harsh realities families have to face there.
1:15 -1:45      FIRE  - talks about their role and equipment used. Also cover fire prevention issues relating back to injury prevention

1:45 – 2:15
Injury Survivor session:  injury survivors speak to the students about their injury, what their life was like before and what it is like now. This is a powerful session and is the highlight of the student’s day at PARTY!
